Financial Need is determined by the total cost of your program not covered by grants and scholarships.

Grants are awarded in June in the form of a check to the applicant. We ask that you make every attempt to attend our awards ceremony, or send a representative.  In your second and subsequent years, we ask you to document how you spent your previous year’s grant award.
