Tinmouth Continuing Education Scholarships

The Tinmouth Community Fund was created in 1999 “To provide funding of needed services and facilities for the well-being of the citizens of and for the sense of community in the Town of Tinmouth, Vermont.”  What better investment than support of higher education for our youth?  Scholarships have been awarded annually since 2012.  
There are four scholarship opportunities presented in this application.  Please apply for all by completing all the essay questions.  However, note that the Pam Garceau Memorial Scholarship is only available to Mill River graduating seniors.
Eligibility:

1. Be a current resident of Tinmouth, Vermont.  

2. Be accepted at an institution of higher learning, including trade schools or other program providing education beyond high school

3. Have your financial aid package secured (if applicable)
Selection of recipients and scholarship amount shall be determined by first considering:
Financial Need.  This is determined by your responses in the financial section.  What is your family contribution for your program? We want to know the total amount that you will owe that is not covered by grants and scholarships.  This info comes from your FAFSA form. Ask for help in this section if you need it; it is 40% of the scoring criteria.
The scholarship committee strives to understand who you are through your application, particularly essay responses. We are looking for

1. Grit and perseverance

2. School and community involvement
3. Goals and next life steps 

4. Thoughtful and well written responses to the essay prompts

Deadline for filing applications:  May 1 by 11:59 p.m.
Grants are awarded in June in the form of a check to the applicant. We ask that you make every attempt to attend our awards ceremony or send a representative to accept your scholarship award.

Four Scholarship Opportunities:

1. Tinmouth Continuing Education Scholarship:  Write a short essay (500 words max) telling us your story in your own words. 

This might mean describing:

·  your hopes and dreams 
· goals 
· career paths you are exploring 
· your chosen college/program and why you chose it

· what you are looking forward to learning 

· how living in Tinmouth has shaped who you are 

· your financial need and what you plan to do with the scholarship 
· any other information which may be helpful to the scholarship committee

The essay is the best way for us to know about you and this is the heart of the application.  Most of the reviewers will not know you, so the care you put into your written work reflects to them who you are.  This includes the ideas you share, the coherence of your writing and the care you put into editing your application.  We have attached the rubric that the scholarship committee will use to evaluate applications.
2. Susan McIntosh Lloyd Memorial Scholarship – created in 2019

The Susan McIntosh Lloyd Memorial Scholarship has been established to encourage and support those living in Tinmouth who share Sue’s values and want to further their education. Sue valued making music and the traditions of farming and forestry.  In awarding this scholarship, special consideration will be given to those who seek schooling in these areas. This additional scholarship-amount is about $1,000 annually.   

To apply, write a paragraph (500 words or less) describing how your personal plans exemplify Sue’s values.

3. The Bob and Cynthia Johnson Scholarship – created in 2019
The Bob and Cynthia Johnson Scholarship was created to provide funding for college or advanced post high school studies in the area of social good such as  public school teaching, public health,  social work, etc for those college students who reside in Tinmouth and have high financial need.  The recipient of this scholarship is chosen because they have clear future goals tied to social justice in education, health, or other areas of social services, a history of meaningful community service, and high financial need. This is an additional $2,000 scholarship.  To apply, please write a statement sharing with us your career goals in the area of teacher education, public health, or the social services and describe any community service you have done to provide a hand to those in need. (500 words or less).
4. Pam Garceau Memorial Scholarship for Mill River graduating Seniors – created in 2018
The Pam Garceau Scholarship Fund was created “To provide funding for college or advanced post high school studies. It is available to high school seniors who reside in Tinmouth and are graduating from Mill River High School.”  The recipient of this scholarship is chosen because they have demonstrated the same resolve and selflessness that distinguished Pam Garceau. If she were with us today, she would be both delighted and honored to know that her tenacity and compassion has inspired others to graciously persevere. This is an additional $2,000 scholarship.
